That is why periodically we identify and evaluate the environmental aspects and
impacts, as a consequence from our activity. Then objectives and indicators related to

the environment are defined.

The environmental aspects that were significant in 2022 were related to
consumption (paper, electricity, water, NDT consumables) and waste generation.
Reduction targets were set for all of them.

During the last year of maintenance of the environmental management system,
we have achieved the following results:

- Paper consumption — 54% reduction
